Peter DeVries was a satirical novelist, poet, essayist, editor and wit. A prolific and versatile writer, he
edited Poetry magazine from 1938 to 1944, then he moved to the staff of the New Yorker where he worked
for over 40 years. Of his 23 novels, 4 were adapted in movies and 2 in Broadway plays, yet all his novels
went out of print before he died.
